Each year, our program accepts applications from families and seniors in need of additional assistance during the Christmas season. Participating families select gifts for their children from our toy room and receive food gift cards. Seniors choose desired items from a provided list, and customized gift packages, including food gift cards, are prepared for them.

We have wonderful partners like ATCO Gas.  ATCO Gas partners with us for one day of delivery to all the assisted families.  We are recipients of toys from the Christmas Wish Breakfast as well as many other organizations that hold toy drives in their churches and seniors’ homes.

We also have many wonderful donors which supply us with the toys and food gift cards to help the families in need.
· Christmas Kettle Campaign

The Christmas Kettle Campaign runs every year from Mid-November through to Christmas.  Over 2800 hours of volunteer time are given at this time. All of the funds that are raised through the Kettle Campaign stay in Red Deer to support our programs.
· Clothing Assistance

Families/individuals in need of clothing assistance may book an appointment to do an assessment and will receive a clothing voucher if they qualify to the Salvation Thrift Store in red Deer. 
· Coffee & Company hour
Everyone is welcome every Tuesday from 9:00am – 10:00am to enjoy a visit with other people from your community.  Coffee and Tea will be provided
· Daily Bread Distribution
Bread and pastry donations are available in the foyer Monday through Friday during office hours.
· Grocery Assistance (Food Bank)
We provide on average 100+ food hampers a month to individual/families in our community. People may come once every twelve weeks for food bank assistance. 
· Hospital to Home program

This program has two different ways it helps. It can help clients who just got out of a long stay at the hospital with food and personal care delivered to their residence. It also can be accessed by individuals that go into the hospital for long periods of stay with a little bit of clothing and personal care for their stay. 
· Innisfail Thrift Store

Innisfail Thrift Store allows us to assist families/individuals in the surrounding community through many of the same assistance programs that we run in Red Deer. 
· Kids Summer Camps 

Through the funds raised throughout the year we are able to send a number of children to The Salvation Army camp at Pine Lake.
